Required Swim Test 
 

All minors between the ages of 9-16 are required to take and pass a swim test to 

visit the swimming pool without their parent or guardian present. Minors are 

required to enter the water at the 3-foot end of the pool, swim one length of 

the pool unassisted (without a flotation device) and exit the 5-foot end of 

the pool by themselves.  If the minor passes, their Membership Card will 

indicate the test has been successfully completed. If the test is not 

successfully completed on the first attempt, the minor will be given another 

opportunity to take the test.  If the minor cannot pass the swim test 

requirement, he/she will not be allowed usage of the pool without a parent 

or guardian present. This policy is in place to ensure the safety of everyone 

using the Residents' Club facility.

Artists have long 

painted outdoors, but in the mid-19th century working in natural light became 

particularly important to the Barbizon school and Impressionism. French 

Impressionist painters such as Claude Monet, Camille Pissarro, and Pierre-

Auguste Renoir advocated en plein air painting, and much of their work was 

done outdoors. This year at Art Camp the students will be painting outdoors 

using real canvases and professional watercolor pastel crayons in the style 

of the great impressionists.
