REQUIRED SWIM TEST

All minors between the ages of 9-16 are required to take and pass a swim test to visit the swimming pool without
their parent or guardian present. Minors are required to enter the water at the 3-foot end of the pool, swim one
length of the pool unassisted (without a flotation device) and exit the 5-foot end of the pool by themselves. If
the minor passes, their Membership Card will indicate the test has been successfully completed. If the test is not
successfully completed on the first attempt, the minor will be given another opportunity to take the test. If the
minor cannot pass the swim test requirement, he/she will not be allowed usage of the pool without a parent or
guardian present. This policy is in place to ensure the safety of everyone using the Residents' Club facility.

SUNSCREEN ALERT

If you are using spray sun tan lotions please be careful not to spray the pool deck. When using, please stand
on a towel, in the grass or in the parking lot. We ask for your cooperation in this matter as the spray sun-

screens are ruining the finish on our pool deck. Thank you in advance for your cooperation.
